1.CHEVROLET MALIBU
a. Open the trunk on the driver’s side, remove
the fasteners that secure the trunk liner. Pull back
on the trunk liner to expose the plastic wing nuts
securing the taillight assembly.

b. Remove the three plastic wing nuts and
remove the taillight assembly and separate the
connectors. Repeat steps 1 and 2 on the
passenger side.

BUICK ENCLAVE/CHEVROLET TRAVERSE

a. Open rear hatch. On the drivers side remove
the two bolts securing the taillight assembly.
Remove the taillight assembly separate the
connectors. Repeat on the passenger side.[€]

ALL VEHICLES
2. On the drivers side insert the T-connector end
with the yellow wire in-between the separated
vehicle connectors.[D]

3. Route the green wire and 4-Flat wire down
through the opening underneath the taillight
assembly.[E| Route the green wire along the
backside of the bumper and up through the
opening on the passenger side. Repeat step 2 on
the passenger side using the green wire.

4. Locate a suitable grounding point near the
connector such as an existing screw with nut in the
vehicle’s frame or drill a 3/32"” hole and secure
white wire using eyelet and screw provided.

5. Re-install the taillight assemblies. Secure any
loose parts of the T-connector with the cable ties
provided.
